This Bill which repealed and replaced the Objectionable Publications Ordinance, established a Tribunal, to be known as the Obscene Articles Tribunal, which would have exclusive jurisdiction to determine whether an article referred to it by a court or magistrate was an obscene or indecent article and whether matter publicly displayed was indecent.  The Tribunal would also have power to classify an article as Class I (neither obscene nor indecent), Class II (an indecent article) or Class III (an obscene article).
